REFLECTION

Sisters and brothers in Christ, the Lord is good. All the
time. All the Time. The Lord is good. Today we celebrate
the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Uni-
verse. Today’s celebration marks the end of the Church’s
liturgical year - Year B. Next Sunday will be the First Sun-
day of Advent, the beginning of the Church’s new liturgical
year - Year C. We are invited, in each liturgical year, to fol-
low Jesus through the events of the History of our Salva-
tion. The liturgical year is made up of six seasons - Advent,
Christmas, Lent, Holy Paschal Triduum, Easter, and Ordi-
nary Time. The idea of king may be alien to some who have
always lived in a democracy, led by elected presidents.
Even for those ruled by kings, the Kingship of Christ cannot
be compared to any carthly kingdom. As our readings lay
out, the Kingship of Christ “shall not be destroyed™ and
“cannot be taken away™. It is a kingship of service, of love,
justice, and peace. As a “servant king”, who comes to us at
Christmas “to serve, not to be served”, His Kingdom is not
of this world. His mission is “to testify to the truth” and, by
His death on the cross, He “freed us from our sins™. He wins
us back to the Father, making us his brothers and sisters, a
“kingly people™, heirs of His Kingdom and “priests for his
God and Father”. Today's feast should remind us that we,
Christians, belong “to the truth” only if we listen to Christ’s
voice and lead our lives in accord with His teachings, that
we might be counted among His clect at the end of time.
May we crown Jesus Christ king of our lives, giving Him
sovereign power over our bodies, our thoughts, our hearts.
May each day of our lives be dedicated to celebrating
Christ: “King of the Universe”.
