REFLECTION

THEME: “Beyond Good Intentions™.

As Jesus was setting out on a journey, a man ran up,
knelt before him, and asked him, “Good teacher,
what must | do to inherit eternal life?” Mark 10:17
This story starts out looking quite good. Here is a
young man whao is quite wealthy who comes to Jesus
with a question grounded in faith. By asking Jesus
what He must do to inherit eternal life, this man most
likely believed that Jesus had the answer. And in his
excitement, he wanted direction from Jesus.

Jesus tells him that he must keep the Command-
ments, to which the young man responds that he has
observed them from his youth. But then Jesus says
something that this young man never expected Him
to say. He says, “You are lacking in one thing. Go,
sell what you have, and give to the poor and you will
have treasure in heaven; then come, follow
me.” Ouch! This must have stung this rich young
man in the heart. The passage continues by stating
that this young man walked away sad because of
what Jesus said.

The young man started with good intentions, that is
clear. But good intentions are not enough. Follow-
ing Jesus and gaining eternal life is an all-consuming
and radical commitment of every part of our
lives. It’s not enough to tell Jesus that we will keep
the Commandments, but that’s all. Sure, that may
get us into Purgatory, but what we should desire is
Heaven! So how do we obtain Heaven?

We only obtain Heaven through a life of perfec-
tion. Yes, it's true. If we want Heaven, we must ul-
timately become perfect in every way. Ewvery world-
ly attachment must disappear, and every sin must be
overcome. Our good intentions must turn into a radi-
cal and total gift of self to Jesus, seeking Him and
only Him.

The rich young man walked away sad because he
failed to realize that Jesus™ invitation to him to give
everything away was an act of love. He did not un-
derstand that he would find happiness in this radical
commitment to follow Christ.

Reflect, today, upon the radical call of Jesus in your
life. He wants every part of your life. You may have
good intentions of trying to be good, but are you
willing to go all the way following Christ in a full
and unlimited way?

(Confession): The Sacrament of Penance or Confes-
sion is one of the Seven Sacraments of the Church. It
1s a beautiful opportunity to confess your sins com-
mitted after Baptism to God and seek true for-
giveness. “While it may seem difficult to confess
yvour deepest fears, regrets, and sins, confession is a
liberating experience that allows you to repair your
relationship with our Lord™ (from an article in
‘Catholic World Mission™).

This Sacrament is so important to our lives as Catho-
lic Christians. It is a Sacrament of Healing. Regular-
ly going to confession can heal and cleanse the soul
and alleviate the guilt of living life in sin having
sinned against God. While confession is largely
known for the forgiveness of sins, there are many
other numerous benefits that you can experience as
well, when you choose to go for confession consist-
ently. The *National Catholic Register’ quoting the
landmark encyclical of Pope Pius XII - “Mystici
Corporis Christi”™ on the Catholic Church as the
Mystical Body of Christ (1943), gives us 9 benefits
for those who practice frequent confession — even 1f
one has only venial sins to confess. He says that
through the regular reception of the Sacrament of
Confession, “genuine self-knowledge is increased,
Christian humility grows, bad habits are corrected,
spiritual neglect and tepidity are resisted, the con-
science is purified, the will is strengthened, a salu-
tary self-control is attained, and grace is increased in
virtue of the Sacrament itself.” (Mystici Corporis
