REFLECTION

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, welcome!

Today we are united with Catholics worldwide to
observe World Mission Sunday. This annual ob-
servance was instituted in 1926 by Pope Pius XI.
World Mission Sunday is a special day that unites
Catholics worldwide in prayer. solidarity, and sup-
port for the Church’s work of evangelization. This
vear’s theme. chosen by Pope Francis. is rooted in
the Gospel of Matthew: “Go and Invite Everyone to
the Banquet.” reflecting the inclusive and urgent call
to bring God’s love to everyone. This annual celebra-
tion gives us a chance to reflect on the importance of
mission work for the life of the Church. It reminds us
of our baptismal call — to bring the Gospel to all.
however different our situations may be!

This 1s the call that the author of our first reading.
Isaiah. heeded hundreds of years ago. As a young
man. while he was praying in the temple in Jerusa-
lem. he heard the voice of the Lord saying: “Whom
shall T send? Who will go for us?” Immediately. Isai-
ah responded. “Here I am! Send me!” (Is. 6:8) At
that moment, Isaiah became a messenger of the Lord
and a prophet to the people of Israel for many years.
He preached the Good News of the coming of the
Messiah, the One who would suffer and die for the
forgiveness of our sins, as we heard in our first read-
ing. Christ came and preached the Good News of the
Father’s love for everyone. He suffered. died. and
rose for our salvation. and before ascending to heav-
en. He commissioned his disciples to be His witness-
es to the ends of the earth: “Go. therefore. and make
disciples of all nations. baptizing them in the name of
the Father, and of the Son. and of the Holy Spirit.
teaching them to observe all that I have commanded
you. And behold. T am with you always. until the end
of the age.” (Mt 28: 19 -20)

The Church has remained faithful to this mission en-
trusted to her by Christ for more than 2000 years.
Today. the Lord is asking you the same question that
He asked Isaiah several centuries ago: “Whom shall I
send? Who will go for us?” The need for faithful
messengers of the Good News is no less today than it
was in the time of Isaiah. The words of Jesus in Mat-
thew’s Gospel attest to this fact: “Then he said to his
disciples. ‘The harvest is abundant. but the laborers
are few: so. ask the master of the harvest to send out
laborers for his harvest™ (Mt. 9:37-38). When God
calls a person to do some type of ministry. the ten-
dency for most people is to tell God: I am not quali-
fied. And like the prophet Jeremiah: “I cannot speak.
for T am a child” (Jer.1:6). That the harvest is rich.
but the laborers are few cannot be said without a
heavy heart, because the call at times is not even
about going around the world to preach the Gospel. it

is quite often just doing ministry in your local
church. in your community or in your workplace.

On this World Mission Sunday and as ambassadors
of the just ended National Eucharistic Revival Con-
gress. let us make the theme for this year’s World
Mission Sunday: “Go and Invite Everyone to the
Banquet.” a reality in our lives and in our parish. by
mviting at least one person to our Sunday Eucharis-
tic celebration.
