The Lord is good!

Today is the Second Sunday in Ordinary Time, Year
C. in the first reading the Prophet Isaiah tells us of a
new wedding feast between God his people. The
prophet writes to reassure the Jewish people at a time
of national disillusion. He uses the image of the love
that exist between husband and wife to describe the
great affection that God has for his people Israel. Jeru-
salem is forsaken because of her infidelity, but her hus-
band, God, will not forgotten or forsaken her. God’s
love is not a fragile as human love. The Prophet knew
about this love of God and so makes this promise to
Jerusalem: “No more shall people call you “Forsaken,”
... but you shall be call “My Delight”. What happens
to Jerusalem is what happens to us when we betray
Christ. The prophet Isaiah offers hope not only to the
people of Israel but also to all who have experienced
desolation caused by sin. God does not love us because
we are righteous or because of our beauty, He loves us
because He is love and His love for us is uncondition-
al. May God help us to remain faithful to His com-
mandments.

Catholic Schools Gear up for Application/Re-enrollment Period
Hope Scholarship Program Creates Opportunity for New Families
Catholic schools throughout the Diocese of Wheeling-Charleston are preparing
for the 2022-23 school year with their common application and re-enrollment
period beginning in February.
Schools are also preparing to welcome new students taking advantage of the
HOPE Scholarship—with its application period set to open by March 2022,
The Hope Scholarship, formerly House Bill 2013, was passed last Spring by the
WV Legislature. Hope Scholarship is set up to provide funds for families enrol-
ling in private school, alternative instruction programs, or home schools. This
education savings account is managed through the West Virginia Treasure Riley
Moore's office and not by the Diocese.
According to the Treasurer’s website, hopescholarshipwv.com, students are
eligible for the program if they are:
® A resident of West Virginia
®  Entering kindergarten for the first time in the Fall of 2022

®  Current K-11 student enrolled full time (or at least 45 days during the time
of application) in a public elementary or secondary school in West Virginia in
2021-2022

The site also states that under the current school aid formula, each eligible stu-
dent would receive $4,600 annually that can be used toward private school, al-
ternative instruction programs, or home school. The funds awarded can only be
spent on education expenses such as tuition and fees, extracurriculars, tutoring,
materials, supplies, textbooks, transportation, etc. Please visit the site to learn
more about the program and receive updates from the Treasurer’s office.

The application and re-enrollment period for the 24 Catholic schools in the Dio-
cese of Wheeling-Charleston begins in February:

®  February 4, 2022 (1* Friday of Catholic Schools Week) — Re-enrollment
for current families begins.

® February 11, 2022- Application period opens for parishioners new to the
school begins.

® February 18, 2022-General public application period begins.
