REFLECTION

Loving God Above All

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, this weekend we
celebrate the 13th Sunday Ordinary Time Year A. The
readings for this Sunday encourage us to make our re-
lationship with God first in all we do. Jesus said to his
apostles: “Whoever loves father or mother more than
me is not worthy of me, and whoever loves son or
daughter more than me is not worthy of me; and who-
ever does not take up his cross and follow after me is
not worthy of me. The first reading recounts a beauti-
ful act of hospitality to Elisha by a woman and she is
rewarded by God. The psalm reminds us that all the
good things in our lives come from God. And in the
gospel Jesus tells us that we must stop clinging to our
own self-interests to follow him.

A young girl came up to me in one of the parishes that
I served as a deacon in my native Cameroon. to seek
my opinion on a decision she was about to make per-
taining to a job offer (and this was to be her first job as
a nurse) by a hospital run by the Full Gospel church.
She had applied for a job and the human resource per-
son who oversaw heiring asked her to renounce her
Catholic faith and become a member of the Full Gos-
pel church if she wanted the job. She asked for a week
to reflect on the matter before taking any decision. It is
worth noting here that in Cameroon people are hired
based on language, or tribe, or faith (in the case of a
denominational institution). and not based on qualifi-
cation, competence. and/or experience. The young girl
came to me for my advice or what I would call a sec-
ond opinion, because before approaching me she had
made up her mind not to accept the job offer. I simply
went along with her decision and at the end of our dis-
cussion she told me that although she desperately
needed a job. she was not ready to sacrifice her Catho-
lic faith for a job.

“Whoever loves father or mother more than me is not
worthy of me, ... and whoever does not take up his
cross and follow after me is not worthy of me.” Saint
Luke puts it more harshly: “If anyone comes to me
without hating his father and mother, wife and chil-
dren, brothers and sisters. and even his own life, he
cannot be my disciple™ (LK. 14:26). This saying of Je-
sus must have left his listeners astonished and bewil-
dered by its sheer incredibility. Was Jesus not asking
too much from his followers and potential followers?
We cannot understand Jesus until we understand that
he came down from heaven to turn our worldly ideas
about life upside down. What Jesus is saying is that
there are no half measures when it comes to following
Him. Following Jesus might even mean putting Him
above family relationships. He challenges us. His dis-
ciples. to prioritize our commitment to Him above all

else.

Jesus challenges us to be willing to bear the burdens
and endure the hardships that come with following
Him. And the good news is that God is generous, and
he rewards those who help his servants as generously
as He rewards his servants themselves. “Whoever
gives only a cup of cold water to one of these little
ones to drink because the little one is a disciple —
amen, I say to you. he will surely not lose his reward.”
This was the case with the woman of Shunem in the
first reading. who welcomed the prophet because he is
a prophet and was rewarded with the gift of a son alt-
hough her husband was getting on in vears.

Dear friends in Christ, it is great comfort to know that
it pays to serve God; that there is a reward to our faith.
That even the smallest acts of kindness and service
done in God’s name will not go unnoticed by God.
May we be encouraged to continue serving God in
whatever capacity and may we open our hearts to wel-
come the stranger in our midst.

I hope you have a blessed week.
