PALM SUNDAY

FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Reflection:

‘God is good’. All the time. And all the time. God 1s
good!”

My dear brothers and sisters in Christ. Welcome!
Holy Week is here! Today the Church celebrates
Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord. Palm Sun-
day marks the beginning of Holy Week — the most
solemn week in the Church’s year and culminates
with Easter Sunday. Palm Sunday is the commemora-
tion of Jesus’ triumphant entry into the city of Jerusa-
lem with crowds waving palm branches and shouting:
“Hosanna!”

Between Palm Sunday and Easter Sunday. the
Church celebrates a series of liturgies that offer the
whole story of the paschal mystery. On Holy Thurs-
day. we celebrate the Lord’s Supper. and we hear Je-
sus’ command of love and service. “You call me
‘teacher’ and ‘master.” and rightly so. for indeed I
am. If I. therefore, the master and teacher. have
washed your feet. you ought to wash one another’s
feet. I have given you a model to follow...” On Good
Friday. we enter Jesus® trial. crucifixion. and death.
We venerate the Cross remembering the incalculable
price Jesus paid for our redemption. Saint Peter puts
it beautifully in these words: “... realize that you
were ransomed from your futile conduct. handed on
by your ancestors. not with perishable things like sil-
ver or gold but with the precious blood of Christ as of
a spotless unblemished lamb™ (1Pet. 1:18-19). On
Holy Saturday. we experience our entire salvation
story in the liturgy of the word. We welcome new
members to our faith community. renew our baptis-
mal vows. and share m the Eucharist. We leave the
church that night full of joy.

Holy Week is a time of reflection. prayer. and grace
for us as we re-live in word. ritual. and sacrament the
great events of our redemption. Make every effort to
be part of these celebrations this week to confess Je-
sus of Nazareth., Messiah. and Lord. “If you have
never experienced an enfire Holy Week. consider try-
ing it this year. You will feel the flow. power. and
beauty of how Palm Sunday becomes Easter Sunday
by having walked the steps of the journey yourself.
We need Holy Week. and Holy Week needs us. as it
reveals the one who came. died. and rose as the
Christ.” (Living the Word, Scripture Reflections and
Commentaries for Sundays and Holy Days. Year A.
By Thomas Ryan . Deborah L. Wilhelm).

Let us try to make the best use of this time. Attentive
participation in the Holy Week liturgy will deepen
our relattonship with God. increase our Faith. and
strengthen our lives as disciples of Jesus. May this
Holy Week be a sacred time for all of us and may the

Spirit of God guide us as we make this journey to the
joy of Easter Sunday.
And may Samt Bernadette Soubirous, pray for us.

Fasting and abstinence: We are reminded that all
Catholics from age 18 until 59 are to fast and abstain
on Good Friday. And all Catholics are encouraged. as
a voluntary practice. to fast on Holy Saturday until the
celebration of the Easter Vigil.

One way to help in this effort is
through participating in the Sacrament of Reconcilia-
tion as the precept of confessing grave sins and receiv-
ing Holy Communion at least once during the Lenten
Season merits a reminder to all.

March 27, 2024, from 4:00 PM to 5:45 PM. followed
by Holy Mass at 6:00 PM.
