REFLECTION

Today is the 33rd Sunday in Ordinary Time Year B. It
is the last Sunday before the Feast of Christ the King. The
Feast of Christ the King marks the end of the Church’s Li-
turgical year. Today’s readings speak of heavenly battles
and the need for us to be prepared. The first reading intro-
duces the belief in a resurrection of the dead and in retribu-
tion after death. According to the Prophecy of Daniel, the
wise and the righteous will shine like stars. The psalm re-
minds us that God will not abandon our soul to the nether-
world. Saint Paul in the second reading encourages us with
the news that Jesus Christ by his singular sacrifice on the
cross, has sanctified all of us and obtained for us the key to
heaven. And in the Gospel, Jesus reminds us that the Son of
Man will come in the clouds with great power and glory,
and then he will send out the angels and gather his clect
from the four winds, from the end of the carth to the end of
the sky.

Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, today’s readings
invite us to meditate on the end of the world and on our own
death. With these readings, especially the first reading and
the gospel, the Church wants to remind us of the need to
remain prepared, not in worry or fear, but in the love of God
and in charity and compassion towards the needy. We are
also reminded that everything in this world comes to an end.
“Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will not
pass away.” We will die. May God give us the strength to
prepare for our own death, by living in such a way that that

moment will not take us by surprise.

Survivors of all forms of abuse across the Diocese of
Wheeling-Charleston, WV are invited to attend a special
retreat entitled, “The Way.” The Way is 3-day guided
meditation and prayer program for men and women craft-
ed around the Stations of the Cross. It is an opportunity
for healing and prayer and for survivors to reflect on
God’s plan for their lives through prayer and sacraments.
