27TH SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME
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REFLECTION
We are still in ordinary time, but the month of October is an ex-
traordinary time in the Catholic Church. Not only is it “Respect
for Life Month”, but it is also the month of the Rosary—two tradi-
tions that reflect the beauty and distinctiveness of Catholic Chris-
tianity, and so do the lives of the Saints.
During this month we shall honor and celebrate four Catholic
saints; October Ist: St. Thérése of Lisieux - commonly known as
“the Little Flower.” She believed every soul is like a flower. St.
Thérése of Lisieux sought to do small acts of charity and kindness
with great love. October 2nd: Feast of the Guardian Angels. Let’s
pray to them and seek their intercession. October 4th: Saint Fran-
cis of Assisi. He is world’s most popular saint. OQctober 7th: Qur
Lady of the Rosary. The month of October each year is dedicated
to the Most Holy Rosary. This primarily, is because the feast of
Our Lady of the Rosary is celebrated every year on October 7%.
The purpose of the rosary is to help us meditate on the great mys-
teries of our salvation. That is, the birth, life, death, and resurrec-
tion of Jesus Christ.

When we see and hear what is happening to the Institution of
Marriage in our society today, one is left with only one conclu-
sion; that now, as at the time of Jesus, our society has wandered
from God’s plan for marriage and family. Today, the readings
invite us to question ourselves and our society and to look for
ways to strengthen marriage once again and to strengthen the
Christian family. -
